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The Origin of the USPS Taken from www.usps.org

Roger Upton was a sailing member of the Boston Y&l in 1909 but,
unlike so many other sailors, the newfangled powerbegisvated him. He
owned a 50-foot ketch named Nirvana and often cruised upé#se to Maine
Because he was a businessman and because wind washigriebabought a
35-foot motor launch with a gasoline engine to serverader for the ketch
and to tow her when she was becalmed. The followiaglye install a 20-
housepower convertible kerosene gasoline engine in thie, ketiking it pos-
sible for him to return to his business on time. Téliability of powered ap-
pealed to him and he grew to love power boating.

In the summer of 1911 he approached a small group of hisigabe at the
Boston Yacht Club with the idea of establishing a clittvn-a-club to em-
brace a select group of “gasoliners” who would develop &rahs of cruising
and racing as the new type of yachts allowed. To quate dne of his arti-
cles, “To my mind the organization can be of use tttguen for three majq
reasons: first, improvement in navigating ability of povoat owners; sec-

ond, promotion of acquaintance and social intercourse hyaiver-boat own
ers; third, the fitting of power-boat owners to be of sae use to the Navy i

time of war so that they might be received as voluntgeosld they so desire.

Upton was elected Rear Commodore of the Boston Yaciiti611912 and
with the acceptance of his ideas was placed in charge ohtficial Power
Boat Division of the fleet. He soon kept the divisioB&members busy with
studies, cruises, races and drills modeled after U.@alMaaneuvers. The
social side of the organization included monthly dinners atwéhip and tow
captains, marine inspectors and others were guest spedlat of these ac-
tivities grew confidence in and a change of attitude tdwae new breed of
yachtsman.

There was a need for education at the time. The lattedinited States go
erning navigation applied only to steam vessels, and they gexverned by a
board of steamboat inspectors who were old, crustyg@ieg men. These
inspectors had no use whatsoever for the small inteamabastion yachts,
and it was their fondest hope to gain control of thesgs and have them
supervised by the same stringent rules, which governed eees) and othe
steam-powered vessels. Upon and other USPS founders setpootect
power yachts from these steamboat inspectors andhtwveeforever the
stigma of ignorance and foolhardiness , which theypoféssional sea cap-
tains and sailors had bestowed on their owners. On @ctdh 1912, Upton
petitioned the Boston Yacht Club to officially estables Power Boat Divi-
sion. This was approved unanimously. At the annualinge®gt January
1913, the named was changed to “Power Squadron” and the ¢hib-a4
club was officially recognized.

NEW JN COURSE COMING!

Most boaters today use GPS and other electronics, whaihtng
close to home or offshore. The GPS can tell you where npowitgh
great precision virtually anywhere on the globe. This mélasideal
tool for offshore boating. But no mariner places all ofdaefidence in
just one source of navigation information - the GPS systerery reli-
able, but it is not infallible. All of this is the subjecttbe new USPS
Junior Navigation(JN) course, where electronic navigation is taugh
the offshore environment, as well as how to navigate wiestrehics
fail. This is a course for the recreational offshoreines, as well as
those who simply want to understand the lore of the anaréof ce-
lestial navigation.

Just as in the current Piloting and Advanced Piloting ceuvge con-
tinue to use electronic navigation with GPS as the psirpasitioning
sensor and visual bearing as the backup. In coastal baaiingyeans
of checking and navigating in the event of a failure ralijgon visual
bearing on landmarks and navigation aids for lines of jpos#nd
fixes. Offshore we don't have those visual referencesada in-
stead, we use the sun and celestial navigation for aigeekid backup
Students will learn to do that in tBenior Navigationcourse.

Celestial navigation has been part of the lure of saitingenturies. It
is still practiced today, and with highly accurate watchas calcula-
tors, it's a snap to do. The ndunior Navigationcourse explains how
to develop a celestial line of position from observatianhe sun to
check the GPS and get and estimated position (EP).eAtd|position
is developed by advancing an earlier sight on the suretourrent one
using a running fix (RF). This technique can be used will deckon-
ing to navigate across the ocean in thee event of GBthear electron-
ics failure.

The new course emphasizes the skills required in plannehgan-
ducting a voyage across vast bodies of water without orateassis-
tance available. Current offshore electronic tools anavaoé with
conventional rout planning techniques will be taught. Buildingvbat
was learned in the piloting courses, students will see hewffshore
environment impacts how one uses the GPS and other electronic
