The new switches have a more robust way of attachingitke Wiso,
Sheplers tightened all wires in the panel, and each toak abceighth
turn! The panel is much cooler to touch than before tinestlfire.
We shudder to think what could have happened. Remembsw,
years ago an older Hatteras caught fire and sank at CleebQayinty
Marina because of an electrical problem. We were ety and rec-
ommend checking wire connections periodically -- especially der o
boats.
