Solar Bursts May Threaten GPS
By RANDOLPH E. SCHMID AP Science Writefhe Associated Press

The Global Positioning System, relied on for everytHingy navigating cars
and airplanes to transferring money between banks, m#yeatened by
powerful solar flares, a panel of scientists warned Weday. GPS receiv-
ers have become widely used in recent years, usingteasaihals in navigat
ing airplanes, ships and automobiles, and in using cetig#) mining, survey
ing and many other commercial uses. Indeed, banks usgstieen to syn-
chronize money transfers, "so space weather can affaftus, right down to
our wallet," said Anthea J. Coster, an atmospherénsst at the Haystack
Observatory of the Massachusetts Institute of Tech.

The cause for their concern, was an unexpected solartnaigt on Dec. 6
that affected virtually every GPS receiver on the lightalf of Earth. Some
receivers had a reduction in accuracy while others coaipleist the ability
to determine position. Solar activity rises and fall$1-year cycles, with th
next peak expected in 2011. If that increasing level of acpvidduces more
such radio bursts the GPS system could be seriousbtedfehe researchers
said. There are two possible ways to shield thersydteth very expensive.
Either alter all GPS antennas to screen out solar signa¢place all of the
GPS satellites with ones that broadcast a strongealsig

In addition to the GPS system, the December solex 8#ected satellites and
induced unexpected currents in the electrical grid. Theetsfivere more pro
found than we expected and more widespread than expected. .DadryH
chairman of the physics department of the New Jdrsstijute of Technology,
said the burst produced 10 times more radio noise thatasy previously
recorded. The difference between that burst and norrtaal realio emissionis
"was like the difference between the noise level nbamal conversation ard
the noise level in the front row of a rock conceng"said. .

Patricia H. Doherty, co-director of the Institute facientific Research at Bos-
ton College, said the burst affected but did not shut dbei-AA Wide Area
Augmentation System, which uses GPS signals to assis\vigation. Most
of the WAAS ground stations were able to maintain cdntéth enough satel-
lites to continue working, though their accuracy was sdma¢ affected, she
said. The stations have to maintain contact withegtlur satellites to work,
but usually monitor at least 10 to increase their acgyshe said. Most wefe
able to meet the minimum, she saidd.(nb.: 1am glad | took AP!)

“Dial-A— Buoy” is back!

After being out of service last summer when we neededst, the Dial-A-
Buoy is back. This system gives mariners an easy ovaltain weather re-
ports when away from a computer. Wind and wave measutsnaken
within the last hour at buoy and coastal weather stsitdperated by NDBC
and a growing number of Integrated Ocean Observing Systetmers can be
heard using a cell phone.

Buoy reports include wind direction, speed, gust, significant waights,

swell and wind-wave heights and periods, air temperahudesea level pres-
sure. Some buoys report wave directions. Coastal ermestifitions report the
winds, air temperature and pressure, some also repcetinfavmation, water
temperature, visibility and dew point.

Assuming you know the identifier of the station whasgort you need, presg
“1” . In response to the prompt, enter the five-diggtion identifier. The
system will ask you to confirm your entry and aftéewa seconds the latest
