Bow Riders and Wake Injuries - A woman in New Jersey seated
the bow of a 20-foot boat is thrown up into the air, codeegn hard and suf-
fers a compression fracture.

How to Handle (and Not Handle) Spilled Gasoline- Whenever
gasoline is spilled in the bilge, anything more than adatbles, the respons
should always be to call the fire dept. Seaworthy dessr case where the
boat owner returned to his boat to find ~ 20 gallongasbline in the bilge.

Instead of calling the fire dept., the owner called ahaeriz. The latter shut

off the electrical switch and began mopping up the gasoksehe was finisht

ing, something-maybe static electricity (which is alsvpyesent) caused an
explosion. Unlike mechanics, professional firefighteesteained to deal with
spilled fuel. Like the mechanic, the firefighters woudd/é shut off the bat-
tery switch to reduce the chance of sparking. Unlikerteehanic, they woul
have filled the bilge with foam to suppress the explogamors. The boat’s
owner could have then contacted a private salvor emdiee foamed gasolin
The latter often will have a compressed air pump fie\seemove the gas/
foam mixture.
