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HELP WHEN YOU CAN... SAFELY

From Commander Bob's Boating:. Web Site
(Published in the Port Huron Power Squadron’s “Splash”

Just as sure as the sun rises in the east, thereowiél a time in the life of a
skipper when it becomes necessary or prudent to rendstaassi to another
boater. Rarely will the occasion be a life-or-deathadion, or of such seriou
nature as to require knowledge of lifesaving skills ocuegechniques. But t
the boaters needing your assistance, you may look asstgading in their
direction as the cavalry looked to the settlers, riding isave the fort. The
majority of boaters in trouble are having engine diffieslt Marine engines,
like their owners, get varying degrees of love and attenMarine engines
used recreationally probably get relatively little owrespect, and therefore
are more likely to fail sometime during some boatiragea. I'm guessing th
most boat owners spend much more time in the compahygiofboats with a
can of fiberglass polish and a buffing pad than with the erayimer's man-
ual. Sooner or later, you're going to chance upon a htatw overheated
engine, out of fuel, or some other disabling conditibit's a typical boating
day, it may be hot, and the skipper and passengers didtiessed vessel
(Grandma, the wife and kids, and dog) will be anxiousftow. You can and
should assist them, of course, but first you have to realeyou can do so
safely.

If the vessel in distress is taking on water, requesttiespassengers do
PFD's, and then transfer them to your boat. Seeiiét something you

can do to keep the vessel afloat. If you can, radio tastSSuard or locall

marine patrol and tell them what you're up to. Asfessituation, and
take further action appropriate to the conditionsctidas could include
marking the location and taking the passengers to shioraking the ves
sel in tow.

Before you commit to towing any boat, make certain tivathardware
you use for the towlines on your boat and on the distek vessel are of
adequate strength, through-bolted, and have a substamckaidpplate.
Use towlines that are free of splices, knots and fraryd,appropriate
length and size for the boat size and sea conditReguire that all pas-
sengers on both boats wear PFD's. You may want tsférapassengers
your boat, or re-arrange passengers for better trihreitowed boat, de-
pending upon conditions you.

During the tow, use a relatively low boat speed, analnirtg a sailboat,
keep in mind that the displacement hull has speed limistieyond that
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of most planing hulls. Use a towing "bridle" when possibl distribute

Have sometaeha line to the
mast, as high up as possible, and with the sailors sodithe keel or dag-
gerboard and simultaneously pulling on the up gunwalegtsiowly right the
boat. There are some things you can carry on yourtivabtan be very im-
portant should you come across a distressed boateraituatfirst-aid kit and
a blanket, a heaving line, lines heavy enough to doulde@sline, and extra
life jackets can help you help them. Communicationsogsvalso can make
the difference in more serious incidents, so a celhptamd/or a VHF Maring
radio is important not only for your own safety), bubalhen dealing with
another vessel in dis-tress.

So if you're out on the water, and are called to megised boater or just hapt
