Other expenses that may qualify are: 

Lodging and ½ meals if away from home overnight 
Membership Dues 
Transportation; mileage plus tolls and parking 
Transportation expenses to meetings if performing official duties 
Uniforms and insignia (not including blazer that can be worn 

elsewhere without the USPS insignia)
