If you can see the person in the water clearlynple 180-degree turn is
quickest.

If you lose sight of the casualty, due to poorhilgy, or heavy weather and
sea state, the “Williamson turn” is a good way ¢b @n to a reciprocal cours
which will take you back down your track.

Put your helm hard over to the starboard and adie§@ees to your course.
When the compass is reading the original course degrees put the helm

hard to port. When the compass is reading thénadigourse plus 180 de-

grees steer this reciprocal course and the casstadiyld be ahead of you.

Do not waste time while the boat is turning to a@agh the person in the wa
ter—prepare for the recovery, as it is too latemtieey are alongside. De-
cide which side of the person you will approactavéla heaving line ready.
Wear a lifejacket (and lifeline if possible).

The initial approach to the person in the watet véty depending on the
weather and sea conditions and the type of boat.thle weather help rather
than hinder—stop upwind and drift down.

If you are concerned about drifting onto the perisaie water, bring your
stern into the wind. If your not confident withyraboat handling skills, or it
looks likely that the boat could down on top of fegson in the water, throw|
them the heaving line and pull them along side $afa place before recover
Ensure the propeller is not turning when you aoagdide the person in the
water.
