Now we are finishing our summer season of boating 
and cruising.  I'm sure everyone enjoyed our Rendez-
vous' thanks to  Cindy Marcoux and all who helped 
make them possible.  I would also like to thank Paul 
Trombley and his committee of vessel examiners who continue to increase 
their totals.    My spring and summer started with sailboat racing Wednesday 
nights and Saturdays in the Saginaw Bay and Tawas, culminating with a 7th 
out of 17 Port Huron to Mackinac Race.  But early in the season we suddenly 
became involved in a man-overboard rescue, when someone was flung off the 
boom of another boat into 50 degree water during the race.  We threw our life 
ring, but the original boat was able to snag their man on the second pass with 
the boat using their "Life Sling".  All hands on deck brought him aboard, as 
within about five minutes hypothermia had started to set in and he was unable 
to help himself. It all happens that fast and luckily there were four boats right 
there when it happened!  It was quite a lessen.    
 
The Port Huron Mac was a life's dream which became a bit of a nightmare for 
a first timer under brutal conditions.  After the start we did well surfing the 
waves and sailing downwind with the spinnaker filled.  We were flying at 12 
knots (fast for a sailboat) as we kept passing flotillas of boats and finished the 
first night ahead of the competition.  It had been beautiful to see all of those 
colorful spinnakers sailing together and later to see freighters with their spot-
lights threading their way through these boats in the dark.  At the NOAA 
weather buoy outside Presque Isle we had to change direction and point almost 
directly into the wind and the deteriorating weather.  Strong winds (sometimes 
25-30 knots) were against us while waves built to eight feet and stayed there, 
continuing to roll and slam into our lightweight (6000 pound) 32' boat.  We 
now had a reefed mainsail and a #3 or at times a #4 jib sail which didn't power 
through the waves.  The sky was overcast with rain and spray dashing the full 
length of the boat.  We sat on the rail at a large heel angle, like wet birds all in 
a row clinging to a branch (lifelines in our case) in a rainstorm.  After 11 hours 
of this torture the waves laid down to normal but conditions never became 
advantageous for our boat again.  It was a short race of less than 36 hours for 
us.   
Also at Mackinaw Island I saw our new member Maury Davis who enjoyed 
his race crewing another boat.    Before the race, while I was in Port Huron, I 
spent two occasions with the Port Huron Power Squadron especially enjoying 
the company of Cmr Judy LaPorte and P/C Rudy Sloop.   Earlier in the season 
Duane and I enjoyed the company and hospitality of Arlene and Leon on the 
"Anne Marie" for an afternoon at Mackinaw City.  I hope your 
summer was exciting, too!  �������
