Horrific Collision Emphasizes Importance of
Navigation Rules Taught in USPS Safe Boating Clas

The October 2008 issue 8bundingsnagazine details a terrible boatin
accident whereby a 63-foot sport cruiser (Searay) colldtéda 35-foot
sailboat in the day time on Buzzards Bay, Mass., killivgskipper of th
sailboat. It appears that the 37 ton Searay with t400 HP diesels
was travelling at cruise speed when the captain was punchi®igS
waypoints seconds before the collision. When he looked ugsitovlate)
to avoid colliding broadside with the sailboat, under, saithe star-
board rail going through the cockpit. On board the powénvaa the
skipper’s wife, who at the time was laying on the stemad and the
couple’s 11-year-old grandson.

The Coast Guard found the powerboat captain in violaficwmfederal
regulations: negligent operation, which carries a $5000 firtegeoss
negligent operation, a Class C misdemeanor. He wasoaisd in viola-
tion by the boarding officer of seven federal navigation rutesuding
failure to post a lookout; failure to operate at a spéed; failure to take
action to avoid the risk of collision; not following Rule 18,
“Responsibilities Between Vessel "which states thabwer driven ves-
sel under way shall keep out of the way of a sailing vesxigr sail”.
These are all things emphasized in our boating safeiyseb The cap-
tain is to be also charged with one count of homicide bgeldacing no
less than 30 days but no more than 2 % years in prigme ap to
$3000, and mandatory loss of his driver’s license for 10syear

This accident once again emphasizes the dangers im¢paaiil the need
for alertness. It also emphasizes the need for fissesnto play an active
role in navigation while underway. | have observed dveryears that
frequently first mates underestimate their importancgaie boating by
taking a passive role by sleeping, sun bathing, workirlgargalley,
claiming ignorance, etc. while underway. Captains ndd@teahelp they
can get. Boating is a partnership with all aboard.
