Flare Test Enlightening
(BoatU.S. Magazine November 2008

Signaling device are grouped by class for testing—aghalsdheld devices, non-
pyrotechnic and smoke. SOLAS grade flares dramatioatiyerform flares built td
U.S. Coast standard (such as Orion) in virtually evespect, particularly handhel
flares.

Handheld flares are by far the most widely purchasedexnaic signaling device,
Their straightforward design and relatively low price médam the top choice for
meeting the legal carriage requirements. But perforenahmost handhelds dur
ing the day is lacking. One typical daytime observatvas that, for Coast Guard
standard flares in particular, the flares looked ase¥y there navigation lights—no
a signaling device. The other prime concern about ledsiwas the intense heat
of the molten “slag” that drips as they burn. This foptid metal easily burned
holes in our test inflatable life jacket and nearlynaar through the tester’s thick
welding gloves. The risk of burn can not be overstated.

Compared to handheld devices, aerial flares afford muchk wasiety. Launchers
range from 12-gauge handguns to compact pen size rocketdl @s wumerous se
launched parachute flares and meteors . Here agauglthhey did attract the at-
tention of a few nearby boats, performance for mositede devices during the dg
was not great, leaving testers and observers waorgletat was best for daytime
use. They quickly found the answer in smoke flares. Smakeby far the best fo
use during daylight hours—burn time is much longer thanfdndfares and the
sheer volume of smoke makes it difficult to miss.

The tables turn, however once the sun goes down, as #ae the name of the ga
at night. Height, burn time and brightness are theettinings to consider when
purchasing flares for night use. Also consider the ebdeployment when visibil-
ity is diminished and reading instructions may be impossiitandard protocol
states that aerial flares should be used for getting iatteinitially and handheld
flares for guiding rescuers in.

What happens to expired flares? The most common préatibeaters is to keep
recently expired flares as backups. After several yezaters will often find them
selves with a large collection of expired flares, whiohpdy can’t be pitched in the
trash because they are considered hazardous materialhisRest we compared
expired flares with that of current flares. From dirstirdd output to misfires and
complete failure, older flares don’t perform as reljaeds current flares. The one
exception was the SOLAS smoke canisters that perforsiadva even if 20 years
old.
