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Michigan joins Florida near the top of the list of t8swith the most boats.
However, Michigan’s boating season is about one third the |erfidttor-
ida’s. Therefore, their frequency of boating accidents: daily basis is actyi-
ally more than double ours Florida). While watching tieal news in Flor-
ida, I am not accustomed to seeing reports on moreottaboating accident
on a daily basis. On one June day the Detroit 6:00 news edpmntthree
boating accidents. | checked with the local Coast Guatms and discov-
ered that they had responded to 12 boating emergencieatgatticular
day.

The variety of different accidents was amazing. Thet mmsmon emer-
gency reported that day was people falling off persontdnesafts in the
middle of a crowded boating channel.

The most serious emergency was a collision of two boatbich there were
several injuries and one fatality. The most visible actiders directly in
front of my lodging where | witnessed a swamping. About 508s/&pm
my deck | saw a small pontoon boat in a busy channel @e¢h®it River
with no less than 16 people on board. As | shook my heander over the
obvious overload, the predictable happened. Along came a boatdoing
about 40 knots. The wake rocked the pontoon severely, tasssigof the
people overboard (of course none wore life jackets). (assing boats
slowed and assisted the people in the water and hadcklon board when
the Coast Guard helicopter arrived. | thought this accidehtthe prize for
stupidity (Captain of the overcrowded boat as well as thedesa boat that
swamped them), until | heard the 6:00 news that same evening.

Seems two men were out in an open 20 foot craft andetireveérboard (no
life jacket). The concerned Captain (no life jacket) juchpt the boat to res
cue his friend. Of course the boat drifted away strandotg men in the wa-
ter. Fortunately, they were able to swim to a latgenoel buoy, where they




later were rescued by a Coast Guard helicopter.

The silliest was a woman that capsized her canoe whikeunaring around
rocks in a fast moving stream. The capsized canoe pherealgainst the rock
and she was held fast by the rushing water. Another Gaast rescue was
required.

The scariest incident was two 15 year olds lost overnight personal water-
craft. They were reported missing in the early eveningren found until
around midnight. Seems the PWC engine failed right antheh of the Detroit
River and the current carried them out into Lake Erie yidung girl spotted a
fixed and unmanned harbor light and swam to the light (betle wearing life
jackets) where she climbed up out of the water.

The boy remained on the PWC, which in time drifted ssitbe lake to the
nearby Canadian shore. He walked to the nearest home \Wwheesidents noti;
fied authorities and again a Coast Guard rescue waged to retrieve the

young girl.

Fellow boaters, this all happened in a weekend. | gubss wour season is
short you have to get in as much stupidity as you can ioratgne. | know
none of these boaters intended to hurt themselves or ofthesswere all just
out for a day of boating fun. But | am sure the 12 boaggiring Coast Guard
rescue didn't really enjoy the experience. When we athewater, we are
always just one mistake away from an emergency rescue.ikgdww to avoig
making that mistake as well as knowing what to dohfppens, is great insur-
ance that you will have a day of boating fun and ndhbkesubject of a Coast
Guard rescue.
