The Coast Guard has issued a safety alert on the impertd properly maintaining
and repairing vessel electrical systems including thmsged in inaccessible or co
fined areas. In a recent casualty, a young mariner esgplmyboard a Great Lakes
bulk carrier was electrocuted while working in a dark aofined cargo tunnel be-
neath the ship's cargo holds. Another crewmember diszbiee fallen mariner,
went to his aid and received an electric shock sustamsegious injury.

The investigation of the incident revealed that the healisth crew members had
contacted a broken lamp fixture. The fixture lacked a lyiib, a globe, and a guar
It appears that, at one time the fixture was separetadifs connection box and a
repair was made using electrical tape to cover somewipes without properly re-
placing the connecting fitting between the fixture aredlibx. It also appears that t
connection box was ungrounded due to the use of tie wragesad of solid metal
fasteners. This dangerous latent unsafe condition éxist# the crew member
brushed his head against it and was killed. likevits® second mariner also brushé
his head upon the fixture as he was responding to és felhipmate and was
shocked. fortunately, he survived.

Itis critical that vessel and shoreside management pesestablish and maintain
effective programs where unsafe conditions like thisaamebe reported, acted upd
and effectively managed. Employees must not be hindereddroetaliated agains
for reporting and documenting such concerns. These printiplesbeen widely
adopted in maritime and other industries as safety manageystems.

Eliminating unsafe conditions also makes good businesesé&he associated post
accident costs to the owner/operator can potentialyebesubstantial. Further,
there's a societal cost to deaths and injuries caustebby casualties that can't be
fully measured. .

As a result of this casualty, the Coast Guard strorgglgmmends to vessel ownerq
operators, port captains / engineers, crew membersnaride inspectiopersonnel,
especially those associated with older vessels, toebefal such hazards and to ta
immediate action to report, properly document and coamgthazardous condition
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Buying a Used Boat? Things to Look For. rém BoatSafe.com

Whether you employ a surveyor or not, you should know sufrttee things to look for
if you have decided to buy a used boat. A keen eye, a goath@ar checklist will lead
you to potential problems. Some of the things to loolafe:

Mismatched paint. This could indicate that the boat hes rean accident and had
repairs made.

Does the keel run true in a straight line fore andlaft® straight horizontally?

Do you see any apparent water lines inside the baat tire engine. Look for a lin
that separates a rust free area on the engine andi@ndcea with a lot of rust. Thi
could indicate that the boat took on water.

On an inboard, does the shaft turn true or does it wobBle about the prop - any
nicks or cracks?

Take hold of the prop and try to move it up and downsideways. You should not
be able to move it much. If you can, you have a worrassitbearing.

Take a small rubber or phenol hammer and lightly tafntlenoving around the
boat. If you hear voids in the fiberglass, that could peoalem of repairs, blisters
or delamination.

Walk around the decks and on the bow - you shouldn't find saft.spo
How are the floors inside? Any soft spots?
Is the steering free and easy to move?

Check around hatches and windows - do you see water istsiths? If so, these
will have to be rebedded to keep the rain and spray out.

Is there any musty/moldy smell inside? This could indid@akage, prior water
damage or simply neglect.

Are the handrails bolted through and not just screwéldesurface? Are they se-
cure?

Look at the transom and check the hull identificatiomber. Does it look like it
has been modified? Does it match the number on the atgstand or title.

When you start the engine do you have good water flow?

Check belts and hoses for cracks or wear. Even witthtmws on an engine(s), ru
ber deteriorates just sitting.

Check the oil and instead of wiping the stick with altlate your fingers, do you
feel any grit? What is the color? How does it smelbi2®it smell burned. You
might want to send a sample of it and the transmidhi@hto a lab for testing.

Check the transmission fluid with the same procesesil.
Test the seacocks to make sure they open and close

See if you can get the maintenance records and reviewhsoloat has been mair
tained in the past. Also look for reccurring problems.

If you are looking at an inboard/outboard make sureiltradtor works properly
